
 
 

Independent data monitoring committee advises aducanumab unlikely to meet primary endpoints, leading to 

decision to discontinue the trials  

 
 
Cambridge, Mass. – March 21st, 2019 – Biogen (Nasdaq: BIIB) and Eisai, Co., Ltd. (Tokyo, Japan) today 
announced the decision to discontinue the global Phase 3 trials, ENGAGE and EMERGE, designed to 
evaluate the efficacy and safety of aducanumab in patients with mild cognitive impairment due to 
Alzheimer’s disease and mild Alzheimer’s disease dementia. The decision to stop the trials is based on 
results of a futility analysis 

 
Detailed data from the ENGAGE and EMERGE studies will be presented at future medical meetings to 
inform ongoing research. ENGAGE and EMERGE are global Phase 3 multicenter, randomized, double-
blind, placebo-controlled, parallel-group studies designed to evaluate the efficacy and safety of 
aducanumab. The primary objective of the study was to evaluate the efficacy of monthly doses 
of aducanumab 
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
