About Epilepsy

Epilepsy is a medical condition that produces seizures affecting a variety of mental and physical functions. A
patient is considered to have epilepsy after two or more unprovoked seizures. A seizure occurs when a brief, strong
surge of electrical activity affects part or all of the brain. An individual can have various symptoms, from convulsions
and loss of consciousness, to some that are not always recognized as seizures, such as blank staring, lip smacking,
or jerking movements of arms and legs.

Epilepsy can develop at any age and 0.5% to 2% of people will develop epilepsy during their lifetime. Epilepsy
reportedly affects nearly 1 million people in Japan, 2.4 million people in Europe (G5), 3 million people in the United
States, and more than 50 million people worldwide. Despite a wide range of therapeutic options, the treatment of
partial-onset seizures (the most common type of epilepsy) remains a challenge. Currently, up to a third of people
with epilepsy in Europe do not achieve seizure freedom despite therapy with anti-epileptic drugs.

The median percent change in seizure frequency for the ITT population shown: 8mg = -26.3% (p=0.0261), 12mg
=-34.5% (p=0.0158) and placebo = -21.0%
The most common side effects were dizziness, somnolence, irritability, headache, falls, and ataxia.
